Introduction
Procedure
	1. Lead in (5–10 minutes)
	You can have the class session or you can divide the class into smaller group.
You can ask the students to mention about their dream jobs again. Make sure they explain their reasons. Find out whether students stick to the only job they want or they alter after few sessions.


	2. Main Activity: Exploring Job Interview Questions
(20-30 minutes)
	You can explain to students the dos and the don’ts before, during, and after job interview.

You can handout WS#1 and WS#2 so the students can study the tips and the five common job interview questions.

Discuss unfamiliar terms in the other common job interview questions.



	3. Main Activity: 
Role-Play 1
 (10-15 minutes)
	Invite 2-3 students to play a role as a job seeker, while you become the interviewer.
Ask the students the 10 most common job interview questions and ask their peers to take a note on what’s good and what’s bad.
Share information on body language as well.

	4. Main Activity: Role-Play 2
(10-15 minutes)


	Invite 2-3 students to play a role as a job seeker and an interviewer.

Ask the students to act out the 10 most common job interview questions and ask their peers to take a note on what’s good and what’s bad.


	5. Reviewing
(10-15 minutes)


	Summarize the information and highlight useful expressions that the students can use when answering the job interview questions.
