Describing Products

Topic
Aims
Age / level
Time
Materials
Introduction
Procedure
	1. Lead in (5–10 minutes)
	Invite the students to mention several top ten products that become today’s trend. Ask them why they choose that product. Ask them to describe the product. Ask them do they own the product. Ask them why do people love the products. 

To include a brief discussion about long term vs. short term, ask the students what matters to them when choosing a product.

Then, ask the students to mention important elements when describing a product. To review their grammatical and vocabulary knowledge, ask students randomly to create sentences as they describe a product that you choose.
Mention “copywriting” and check whether students are familiar or not. If they know the term, write down the definition on the boards and underline the differences between other types of writing. If they are not familiar with the term, write down the term on the board and let the students know you will explain it later or in the next meeting.


	2. Main Activity: Describing a product 
(10-15 minutes)
	Explain to students the elements of describing a product. To make the class more alive, you can always initiate every element by allowing the students to propose the element or ask the students to give other examples in the form of sentences.

You can also explore further by asking the students synonym and antonym of each underlined words or phrases in your examples.


	3. Main Activity: 
Vocabulary Exploration and Writing
 (15-20 minutes)
	Project on the screen or write down on the board the five selected useful words and phrases. You can write all at once or you can explain the words first, then the phrases. 
Divide the class into smaller group. Ask them to choose one best-selling product that they know. Ask them to describe the product using the words and the phrases on the board.


	4. Discussion
(10-15 minutes)


	Ask the students randomly to write two-three sentences on the board. Invite the students from the other group to do peer corrections. You may discuss several grammar points based on the mistakes or errors that the students made.
You can repeat this activity until all the five words and the five phrases being explored and discussed.
If you still have time, you can play the video and let the students learn other helpful words and phrases to describe a product.

	5. Writing:

Brainstorming for Ideas
(10-15 minutes)


	Let the students know that it’s time for them to describe a product. They can choose a product of their own.
To encourage their creativity, you may allow the students to create an imaginary product.
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To develop students’ vocabulary related to describing products


To help students construct sentences using helpful vocabulary and phrases to describe products


To help students focus on accuracy and fluency when writing a product description


To raise awareness on the different preferences related to personal characteristics: short term vs. long term

This lesson provides students with practices on using helpful words and phrases to describe a product,





Then students will find common expressions and sentence structures to describe a product.





The students will use the model provided by their teacher to describe a product of their own choices.





Since this is the first meeting, the teacher should explain to the student all about English class including classroom rules and grading components.





To encourage shy and reluctant students, the teacher can ask the students to answer the questions or complete the worksheet.
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
