Introduction
Procedure
	1. Lead in (5–10 minutes)
	You can have the class session or you can divide the class into smaller group.
You can ask students randomly to share their experiences in handling nervousness when performing a presentation.
You can use WS#1 as the guide for sharing session



	2. Main Activity: Teaching-Learning
(20-30 minutes)
	Pair the students. Make sure they have different height. Set the chair near each student.

Give instructions and examples.

You can use WS#2 as the guide for this activity.

Remember, you must not read the information. Try to memorize the whole thing before you start the activity in the class.   


	3. Main Activity: 
Summarizing
 (10-15 minutes)
	You can do random comprehension check after each information or at the end of the activity.
Ask the students to summarize the whole information on a piece of paper.

Or you can ask two-four students to write down the summary on the board.


	4. Checking and Suggesting
(10-15 minutes)


	Check the students and ask which of the information is the easiest or the hardest to do.
You can invite two students to act everything out as a good example.


	5. Writing:

Reviewing
(10-15 minutes)


	You can check one by one, random information.
You can ask the students to act out every information. Make sure you check the story and the physical messages.
